Elections vs. Appointed Directors: R. Perry reported that the cost of an election
was very small and that would not be an impediment to holding an election. He
also expressed a desire to make sure qualified candidates were elected/appointed.
K. Simmelink reported that the County preferred to keep the Directors appointed
because the district is very small and the County has had problems in getting
candidates to run from small districts. K. Simmelink suggested the District could
hold it's own election and then send the results to the County. Director Raschke
said that was a good compromise and we could see how much interest there was
in people running for the seat that opens at the end of this year.

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¢) Joining the Special District Association of Oregon: Base cost to join (no
insurance, etc.) is $135. It was agreed that this was a very nominal cost and it
would be worth it to join. Director Mehlberg made a motion to join the Special
District Association of Oregon, Director Raschke seconded the motion. The
motion passed by a 2 to 0 vote.

d) Cost of various road repair options: Director Raschke said he was researching
various State road department web sites for information on asphalt repair. No
other progress was made on this issue.

5. Report on snow plowing costs:

a) Director Mehlberg reported that the District has received $1428.08 from Delita
Cordes from the snow plowing account she had been managing. A receipt will be
sent to Delita.

b) Director Hurd sent word that he was having problems obtaining bids but was
working on it.

6. Report on brush cutting costs:
a) Director Hurd sent word that he was working on getting costs.

b) There was a long discussion on brush cutting. Some property owners like having
the rabbit bush along the road since it adds to the rural nature of the subdivision.
Some were concerned with safety, others with embankment erosion. There was
not a clear understanding of just how much the brush should be cut back. This
item will be on the agenda for the October 12th meeting. Members are
encouraged to attend this meeting to express their views.

7. Place to store District files:

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easement between the fence and the pavement. If this sign is to be relocated in the
easement someone would have to secure County approval and approval from the utilities
involved. Member comments are invited.

It was
noted that the property is the County's property and the District is responsible for
the brush removal as noted in the documents presented to the members when the
District was formed. Dejarnatt also recommended people use Sagebrush, a
county road, instead of Pecos. He was also in favor of removing the subdivision

sign.
4. Continuing Discussions:

Cost of various road repair options: Director Raschke said he has not had time
to research repair options. Director Hurd indicated he and Raschke would get
together to form a set of options to research. Member Perry asked the District to
look into getting a loan to do a complete chip seal thus buying time to prepare for
a more expensive repair such as A/C topping or complete full depth restoration.

Director Raschke made a
motion to use the ledger book, Director Hurd seconded the motion and the motion
passed 3 to 0.

c) Director Mehlberg requested the District get a post office box as and official
address for banking and tax purposes. Currently the District is using Director's
Mehlberg's address.

2. Consent Agenda:

a) Director Raschke moved that the minutes of the October 12, 2018 meeting be
approved. Director Mehlberg seconded the motion. The motion passed by a3to 0
vote.

b) Director Raschke moved that the agenda for the October 12, 2018 meeting be
approved. Director Mehlberg seconded the motion. The motion passed by a 3 to 0
vote.

3. Visitor Comments:

4. Continuing Discussions:
A. Cost of various road repair options:

1. Director Raschke stated that he had started to look into various crack filling
processes. Filling cracks with a slurry is an option that provides excellent
service but is expensive and Central Oregon does not currently have a
contractor with the equipment. Several contractors are considering getting
stared with this product.

2. Director Hurd discussed chip sealing with hot coated aggregate used by
Deschutes County and ODOT. He said Deschutes County used a double chip
seal recently at a cost of approximately $4.00 per sq.yd. and they do work for
various cities and would probably work with us. At this rate it would cost us
about $250,000 to do the entire subdivision.

3. Director Mehlberg noted that $200,000 was about the limit we could afford to
borrow and be able to pay a ten year loan back and still have money for snow
removal and other minor expenses.

4. Member Perry informed the District that his cousin could provide the name of
a contractor who does crack sealing for a large subdivision in Prineville.
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B. Snow Plowing:

1. Director Hurd received three bids (see attached bids at end of minutes). K3
Construction was the low bidder. Director Mehlberg moved to accept K3's
bid. Director Raschke seconded the motion and the motion passed by a 3to 0
vote.

2. Members should consider putting markers at the corners of their driveways to
alert the snow plow operator.

C. Brush Cutting:

No action on brush cutting quotes. Director Raschke asked if quotes would
included removal of the cut brush. Director Hurd said to date removal of the cut
brush to a dump was not discussed. It was suggested that quotes include the cost
of taking cut material to the dump since piles of cut brush would still present a
fire hazard, obstruct views of traffic, blow around the neighborhood and generally
look unpleasant.

D. Status of checking account:

The checking account is open and the District has the ability to pay for services.

E. District Post Office box:

Now that the District can issue checks a post office box can be obtained. Director
Mehlberg made a motion to rent a small P.O. box at the Madras Post Office.
Director Raschke seconded the motion and the motion passed by a 3 to 0 vote.

5. Additional Comments, reports, etc:

a) The District submitted the Jefferson County Treasury Investment Service
Agreement and Fund Transfer Authorization form today to allow our funds to be
kept in an interest bearing investment account with Jefferson County. Funds can
be removed as required with the signatures of two Directors.

b) Director Hurd reminded everyone that one District Director's seat will be open as

of December 31, 2018 and interested parties need to submit a letter of interest by
December 05, 2018 per the memo attached to the agenda.

6. Adjourn

A motion to adjourn was made by Director Hurd at 12:50 PM and was seconded
by Director Raschke. The motion passed by a vote of 3 to 0.

1. Call to Order:

Meeting called to order at 12:00 PM, December 14, 2018 at the Jefferson County
Board Room, 66 SE D St., Madras.

2. Consent Agenda:

A. Director Mehlberg moved that the agenda for the December 14, 2018 meeting

be approved. Director Raschke seconded the motion. The motion passed by a
3 1o 0 vote.

. Director Mehlberg moved that the minutes for the November 09, 2018
meeting be approved. Director Raschke seconded the motion. The motion
passed by a 3 to 0 vote.

3. Visitor Comments:

A. There was a discussion of how the county assesses taxes and whether or not

members understand how the District levy is applied. Assessed values went
up this year so some people were surprised. The County sets the assessed
value according to the rules set up by the State and applies the levy of $1.50
per $1000 of assessed value.

. There was also a short discussion about the CC&Rs/home owners association
and who owns the roads. There is no home owners association and the
CC&Rs were never set up properly so they do not exist. The CC&Rs did not
address the roads. According to the County surveyor there are no easements
for common areas so fences, etc. should be put on property lines.

4. Continuing Discussions:

A. Cost of various road repair options:

1. Director Hurd reported that he and Director Raschke met and discussed

various methods of crack repair and pavement rehabilitation. It was decided
that additional information on methods and unit prices would be required
before making a plan. The possibility of doing the work in two phases was
also discussed. Due to lack of money to do the entire project it might be
possible to fix the worst part of the roads and put a temporary fix on the parts
that are still in good shape and then in five years complete the repair work.
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Our tax revenue should increase by 3% per year and if we save that money, in
five years we could have approximately $60,000 for repair work.

2. Director Raschke meet with Jeff Curl of Tri-County Paving and gave Jeff a
tour of the work. Jeff is going to look into some options for repairing the
alligator sections and will provide some unit cost information.

3. Directors Hurd and Raschke meet with Matt Powlison, the County Public
Works Director, to discuss the possibility of having the county do brush
cutting, crack sealing and chip sealing. Matt is going to provide some unit
costs and suggestions as to how the County can help.

B. Brush Cutting:

The County will give us a quote on brush cutting. We still need to try to find
someone else to price out the work. It was noted that some property owners have
removed the brush.

C. District Post Office Box:

The official District address is: Canyon View Special Road District, P.O. Box
274, Madras, OR 97741. The cost is $82.00 per year.

5. Additional Comments, reports, etc:
A. Director Mehlberg reported tax revenues as of 12/03/2018 were $24,615.04.

B. Director Mehlberg has been looking into loans, interest rates, etc. and reports
there are two ways to go. One is with the County and one with our bank.
There may be fees to set up the loan and which way to go will depend on
which is the best deal.

C. The schedule attached to the agenda shows time will be of the essence if we
want to start crack sealing by the end of April, before the roads heat up and
the cracks start to close. We may have to hold a special meeting or two to
make it possible to get everyone informed as to the plan.

D. Director Hurd brought up the need for an official District budget. It was
decided to produce a budget for the period July 01, 2018 to June 30, 2019 to
match the County's period.

6. Adjourn

by Director Raschke. The motion passed by a vote of 3 to 0.

It was decided to hold quarterly meetings on the second
Monday in the months of February, April, July and November. Monthly meetings
would be by special notice. Time and place for meetings was discussed but no
consensus was formed. ORS require meetings to be held at a place inside the
District and also requires regular monthly meetings. This would require
someone's home to be used. Many different comments were offered about the
negative effects of trying to hold meetings in a residence. President Hurd asked
Secretary Raschke to look into getting permission to meet outside the District.

b) The manner and place of record keeping was discussed. Unless some other
arrangement can be made records would have to be kept in someone's home.
Secretary Raschke was tasked with looking into alternate locations with the
County.





¢) Since a number of issues came up about the BY Laws it was decided that
adoption of the By Laws would be tabled and a copy of the latest BY Laws would
be sent to all District Members for review and comment.

4. Approval to Submit LB-50 Form to County Assessor
The form has to be in by Friday, July 13th in order to collect taxes in FY 2018-
2019. A motion to have Treasurer Mehlberg submit the form by Friday was made
by Commissioner Hurd and seconded by Commissioner Raschke. The motion
passed by a vote of 3 to 0.

5. Establishment of Investment Fund Account With Jefferson County
A motion to have Treasurer Mehlberg set up a LGIP account with the County for
the purpose of holding District funds was made by Commissioner Hurd and
seconded by Commissioner Raschke. The motion passed by a vote of 3 to 0.

6. Establishment of a regular monthly meeting
The discussion of regular monthly meetings continued from the discussion under
By Law Adoption. It was noted that some Special Districts hold their meetings at
lunch time to accommodate working people. The place of meetings was also
discussed again. Meeting schedule was tabled until input from the District
members is received and input from the County obtained.

7. Additional Comments
a) A suggestion of having a web site was proposed as a place for digital record
keeping. President Hurd was tasked with looking into the creation of a web site.

b) Public inspection of records was discussed. It was noted that any request for
records would have to follow Freedom of Information Act requirements.

c) Snow plowing was discussed since it is likely to be the first District expenditure.
Commissioner Hurd indicated he had discussions with Delita Cordes about the
snow plowing account she currently has for the subdivision. She said she would
donate the money to the District. A checking account would be required for this
to take place. Commissioner Hurd said he would look into hiring the County to
plow and sand, using the County's criteria for when to plow and sand.

d) In an effort to start researching causes for road deterioration Commissioner
Raschke asked permission to approach the Water District to review drawings
showing locations of water lines under the roads. It was agreed he should contact
the Water District.

8. Adjourn
A motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Hurd at 7:30 PM and was
seconded by Commissioner Raschke. The motion passed by a vote of 3 to 0.





Q & A From Board Meeting
Some Additional Information

Q: Can we hire the County to Plow snow.

A: Yes but it will be at the end of the shift when they plow and we will not be a
priority. The shift they run they would hit our neighborhood at the end of the day.
When snow is light that isn’t a problem but if they start getting a lot of snow we
will be pushed as the major roads become priorities over lower traffic roads.
Suggest we can get pricing from them along with quotes from other vendors and
have 2 snow contracts if pricing is significantly different. One with County for
when they can, one with a private contractor for when they can’t.

Q: Can we hire County for pavement maintenance like chip sealing, crack
sealing, etc.

A: Yes, we can and that would take coordination between the two to work out
timing and it depends on how busy they are. | suggest we get quotes from both
County and private contractors depending on task we need to compare timing and
price to determine what’s best for our district.

Q: Do we have meetings quarterly or monthly?
A: Regular board meetings have to occur monthly. This will be reflected in the
bylaws.

Q: Since we have a Road District can we abolish the HOA that really doesn’t
exist?

A: Yes, we need to look at our deed files for our houses to see what it says in
there how to do it but there is a way. | suggest we create a sub-committee to task
2 or 3 individuals that are not on the board to look into that and figure out how
that can be done. Ultimately it will be some sort of document that get’s recorded
at the County to remove.

5. What should we do first & what should overall program of the District entail?

a) It was suggested at a previous meeting that the District look into doing a complete
fix vs. just doing maintenance. Commissioners Raschke and Hurd will get
together and develop a plan, including bringing the roads up to County standards,
and try to come up with an estimate of cost. It was suggested that the money for a
complete fix might be borrowed from the County. Commissioner Mehlberg will
look into interest rates and terms with the County. Commissioner Hurd will get a
copy of the latest County road standards, and if possible a copy of the standards at
the time of the original construction.
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Several Members brought up the problem of vegetation on the shoulders of the
roads being a traffic and fire hazard and suggested clearing the shoulders be a
high priority. It was suggested that members could be asked to clear their own
road frontage but it was also noted that at the time of the formation of the District
the proposal had the District doing this work. Commissioner Raschke noted that
in the past when he kept the shoulders clear of vegetation there would be wash
outs in the shoulder during heavy thunder storms and any brush clearing should
leave the roots intact and herbicides be used to prevent future growth. This item
needs further discussion at the next meeting. Member should email comments
to the gmail account before the next meeting.

BYLAWS

CANYON VIEW SPECIAL ROAD DISTRICT

BY-LAWS

Article 1
Purpose
1. Formulated as guideline for management of the established Canyon View
Special Road District

Article 2
Membership
1. Anyresident who is a property owner within the established boundaries of
Canyon View Special Road District is a qualified member

Article 3
Board of Commissioners of the Road District:

1. Asdetermined by Oregon State Law, there shall be three (3) Road District
Commissioners. Each Commissioner's term of office will be three calendar
years, ending on December 31. These terms will alternate, so that no two
Commissioners' terms should expire in the same year.

i. Any member may volunteer and may serve as a Road District
Commissioner If approved by and appointed by the Jefferson County
Commissioners.

ii. Vacancies of the Board shall be filled by appointment by the Jefferson
County Commissioners upon submitted recommendation by the
Canyon View Special Road District Board. Appointment will be for the
duration of the current term.

iii. Recommendations for appointment to the Board shall be submitted to
the Jefferson County Commissioners, from the results of a vote of the
majority of those members present at a meeting.

iv. Elections to guide the recommendations for appointment for the
outgoing Board positions shall be held at the time of need.

Article 4
Duties of the Board of Commissioners of the Road District
1. The Board of commissioners of the Road District:
i. Following the selection of a President, Treasurer and Secretary for the
District, a letter of notification, signed by any Board member, shall be
sent to the Jefferson County Clerk.
2. The Board is responsible for maintenance, repairs and improvements to
existing roads and right-of-ways within the district including but not limited to
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snow plowing, pavement preservation, capital improvement projects, ditch
maintenance including vegetation, and road signage. All work Road work must
be submitted for bids in accordance with current Oregon Revised Statutes
before the Board approves work and any work started.
Exceptions:

1. If emergency snow plowing is needed.

2. Ifthe Board has a current signed contract with a road

maintenance provider, bids are not required.

3. The Board is responsible for the operations of the Road District in accordance
with Oregon Revised Statutes.

4. Two Board members needed to decide if snow plowing is necessary. Proxy may
be used in the absence of a quorum. Standard Policy for plowing snow will not
be until accumulations on the open ground shall approach six (6) inches and is
not expected to immediately melt.

B. Duties of individual Commissioners:
1. Duties of the President:

i. The President of the board shall preside at all meetings of the board.
The president shall perform all of the duties prescribed by the Oregon
Revised Statutes.

ii. The President shall consult with the Secretary of the board regarding
preparation of each board meeting agenda.

iii. The President shall have the same right as other members of the board
to discuss and to vote on questions before the board.

iv. The President may call special meetings of the board as described by
the Oregon Revised Statutes related to Special Road Districts.

v. The President of the board shall sign official district documents on
behalf of the board when authorized to do so by a majority of the
board.

vi. The President of the board shall sign checks, with one other
Commissioner, to pay district bills.

vii. The President shall oversee the repairs of the roads within the
boundaries of the district and shall obtain bids in accordance with ORS
279A, 279B, and 279C respectively. Exception: Procurements between
$1,000 and $100,000 shall follow the Intermediate Procurement
process as identified in ORS 279A, 279B, and 279C respectively. All
such final bids must be approved by a 2/3 vote of the Board prior to
commencing any work.

viii. The President shall submit a report to the Board quarterly the
conditions of the roads relating to their needs for impending and future
repairs.

ix. The President shall report to the Jefferson County Board of
Commissioners annually the Districts status of work, overall road
conditions, and any other pertinent information during January of each
year. This shall be an agenda item for the Jefferson County board of
Commissioners.
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2. Secretary:

The Secretary of the board shall cause accurate minutes of each board
meeting to be taken, transcribed, and distributed to each board
member in a timely manner for review prior to approval. the Secretary
of the board shall maintain properly authenticated official minutes.
Any of the foregoing responsibilities may be delegated to members of
the district under supervision of the secretary.

The Secretary of the board shall maintain records of all board records
including but not limited to correspondence, agendas, meeting
minutes, any and all records as required by Oregon Revised Statues
pertain to Special Road Districts.

The Secretary of the board shall preside over regular meetings In
absence of President.

The Secretary of the board shall give reasonably calculated notice of
meetings to interested persons, including news media that have
requested notice. Typical locations for postings are:

1. Canyon View Subdivision Sign

2. Electronic notice to the local paper.

3. To any and all members who wish to receive notice. Notice can
be made electronically or in cases where electronic notice is
not feasible a notice can be mailed or hand delivered to the
residence.

The Secretary of the board shall sign all checks, with one other
Commissioner, In absence of President.

The Secretary of the board shall keep an updated list of members living
within the District.

The Treasurer of the board shall assure that accurate accounting and
financial records are maintained by the district.
The Treasurer of the board shall maintain all financial records and
prepare all financial reports.
The Treasurer of the board shall verify all invoices received and write
checks for payment. All checks will contain invoice number or job
description of work completed and must be signed by two
Commissioners
The Treasurer of the board shall prepare Treasurer's Report to be
presented at each regular meeting. Reports will include:

1. Previous and current balance.

2. Receipts and source of revenue.

3. Disbursements of preceding month's expenses.

4. Outstanding bills.
The Treasurer of the board shall submit District Budget Information to
the County by July 15 of each year for the coming fiscal year.
The Treasurer of the board shall submit Audit Report to Secretary of
State each year by Sept 30.
The Treasurer of the board shall submit all other required reports to
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Jefferson County and to the State of Oregon.

Article 5
A. Contents of Minutes and Reports
1. Minutes of the meetings need not be verbatim transcripts, nor are tape
recordings required. Minutes, in whatever form, must give a true reflection of
matters discussed at the meeting and the views of the participants.
2. At a minimum, minutes shall contain:
i. Members present
ii. Motions, proposals, resolutions, orders, ordinances, and measures
proposed and their disposition.
iii. Results of all votes taken.
iv. The substance of any discussion of any matter
v. Areference to any document discussed at the meeting.
vi. All motions and any business of the meeting.

Article 6
A. Meetings

1. Regular meetings will be held on the second Friday of each month unless
circumstances require cancellation. Cancellations, other than emergency in
nature, will be announced at a regularly scheduled meeting.

2. Meeting place will be as agreed upon by the Board of Commissioners.

3. Special meetings, if needed, will be at a time and place determined by the
President.

i. Unless of an emergency nature, notice of the meeting must be as
heretofore prescribed for regular meetings.

4. The presence of two (2) Commissioners at a regular or special meeting shall

constitute a quorum.

Article 7
A. Procedure for Recall
1. A petition of recall must contain the signature of at least fifty percent of the
resident members to be valid.
2. A petition of recall must be presented to the Board at a regular meeting.
3. Upon receipt of a valid petition, the Board will designate that a recall election is
to be on the agenda of the next regular meeting.
i. A majority vote of those present at the time of the recall election will
be presented to the Jefferson County Board of Commissioners for their
action.

Article 8
A. Adoption of By-Laws
1. These By-Laws must receive the majority vote of the board members to be
adopted.
2. Proposed amendments to these By-Laws shall be presented to members
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present at a regular meeting thirty day prior to any action taken.
3. If these By-Laws in any way conflict with Oregon State Law, the State law will
prevail.

4. Copies of the approved By-Laws shall be sent to the bank and Jefferson County
Commissioners.

Article 9

A. Roberts Rules of Order (Revised) shall govern in all matters not covered in these By-
laws or by State law
