1.  Call to Order: 
 


Meeting called to order at 12:00 PM, January 11, 2019 at the Jefferson County 
Board Room, 66 SE D St., Madras. 


 
2. Consent Agenda: 
 


A. Director Raschke moved that the agenda for the January 11, 2019 meeting be 
approved. Director Hurd seconded the motion.  The motion passed by a 2 to 0 
vote. 


 
B. Director Raschke moved that the minutes for the December 14, 2018 meeting 


be approved. Director Hurd seconded the motion.  The motion passed by a 2 
to 0 vote. 


 
3. Visitor Comments: 
 


 None 
 


4. Continuing Discussions: 
 


A. Treasurer's Report: 
 
Director Mehlberg reported cash on hand of $1,428.08, expenses of $299.42 and 
$24,615.04 of the $28,383.31 levied taxes received as of 12/10/2018.  Interest on 
the account with the County was $392.97 to date. 
 


B. Loan Report: 
 


Director Mehlberg reported that there is a minimum fee of $2,500.00 for a bank 
loan, interest rates are about 3% and there are no term limits.  The County has 
similar a interest rate, no loan fee but has a seven year maximum term.  It was 
decided that if a loan was needed we should use the County. 


 
C. Various Road Repair Options: 
 


1. Cost estimates were obtained from Tri-County and from Jefferson County 
Public Works (see attached sheets). 
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2. Director Hurd reported that he and Director Raschke met on the 5th and 
discussed various options for crack repair and pavement rehabilitation.  It was 
decided that since we do not have the resources to do the optimum fix, we 
would try a program where we crack seal everything this year and see how it 
holds up.  If it works we would continue this for 3 to 4 years and then if the 
pavement is stable we would chip seal.  This allows us to stop the 
deterioration, avoid a loan and possibly obtain a less expensive fix.  If the 
crack sealing does not stabilize the pavement we can always revert back to the 
program where we borrow money to do more expensive patch work. 


 
3. Director Raschke presented two spread sheets with cost data for two repair 


options.  Plan A, the no loan option, shows the costs for crack sealing for 3 to 
4 years and then chip sealing as discussed above.  Plan B shows an option for 
borrowing as much money as the District can reasonably repay and chip 
sealing this year.  Director Raschke will update these spread sheets based 
upon a seven year loan period and attach copies to the minutes so the 
membership can review the two plans. - The membership is encouraged to 
review these estimates and to attend the February meeting where you can 
express your opinions.  A final decision should be made at the February 
meeting to stay on schedule. 


 
D. Brush Cutting: 
 


The County gave us a quote of $1,407.80 for brush cutting.  They will use a 
mower type rig and should leave behind ground up vegetation which should not 
have to be picked up. 


 
E. Schedule: 
 


Crack sealing should be done some time in May and chip sealing in August.  We 
have plenty of time for organizing the chip seal work but the crack seal work 
needs to be settled at the February meeting. 
 


F. District Budget 07-01-2018 to 06-30-2019: 
 


Director Mehlberg looked into the requirements for a budget under State 
regulations and determined a published budget was not required.  It was decided 
that we would publish a budget using state form LB-10 which Director Mehlberg 
provided.  Director Raschke will add current repair program cost estimates to this 
form and return it to Director Mehlberg.  We should have a budget by the 
February meeting for presentation to the membership. 


 
5. Additional Comments, reports, etc: 
 


A. Whether or not the District should hire a Civil Engineer was discussed and a 
letter from Member Perry was read into the record.  Perry was opposed to 
hiring an engineer since there are engineers on the board.  It was decided that 
whether or not we need an engineer depends on which program we adopt.  A 
decision on this subject can be put off until a program is adopted. 
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B. The need for an audit was discussed and Directors Hurd and Mehlberg felt it 
was necessary.  Member Lindsay commented that she believed an audit may 
not be necessary based upon the District budget.  An audit would be made 
after the end of the fiscal year (07/30/2019) so there is time to review this 
before contracting for an audit. 


 
 


6. Adjourn 
 


A motion to adjourn was made by Director Hurd at 12:50 PM and was seconded 
by Director Raschke.  The motion passed by a vote of 3 to 0.

4. Continuing Discussions: 
 


A. Treasurer's Report: 
 
1. Director Mehlberg reported cash on hand of $1,116, an invoice for $1560 for 


two days of snow plowing and of the $28,383.31 levied taxes, $25,841.63 has 
been received as of 03/01/2019.  With interest the District has $25906,96 in 
the fund.  There will be an invoice from the County for snow plowing on 
03/06/19, estimated to be around $500. 


 
2. Director Mehlberg made a motion to transfer $2000.00 from the fund to the 


District checking account for bill paying.  Director Raschke seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed by a 3 to 0 vote. 
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B. Schedule: 
 


Director Hurd reported that the MOU with the county has been approved (see 
attached copy) and that he has discussed the work with Matt Powlison, the County 
Public Works Director.  Director Raschke suggested the District produce a 
document detailing the work to attach to a work request form for presentation to 
the County.  This document will show where the work will start and how it will 
proceed.  It will be useful for keeping members informed as to where and went 
roads may be closed to allow crack sealing and patching.  Director Raschke will 
produce the document and work request form for review at the April meeting. 
 


 
5. Additional Comments, reports, etc: 
 


Snow Report: 
 
The snow plowing of the District roads during the recent heavy snow fall did not 
proceed well.  The contractor was asked to start on Monday morning, 02/25/19, 
but did not show up until late Monday afternoon.  Unfortunately a lot more snow 
accumulated by then and his equipment was not capable of moving that much 
snow.  He was asked to plow again on Tuesday and he did a better job, but still 
had problems with narrow lanes and built up packed snow.  The Directors Hurd 
and Raschke decided to ask the County to plow the roads on Wednesday, 
03/06/19, to widen the lanes and remove packed snow.  The work was done under 
the recently approved MOU. 
 
The reason the District was not using the County in the first place was because the 
County would put us last on the schedule.  Director Raschke suggested the 
District sit down with the County's new Public Works Director, Matt Powlison to 
see if we can revisit the schedule problem.  It would be better for the District to 
use the County if the schedule problem can be resolved.

4. Continuing Discussions: 
 


A. Treasurer's Report: 
 
1. Director Mehlberg reported cash on hand of $1,568.66.  An invoice for 


$426.26 has been received for snow plowing done by the County under Work 
Request No.1.  As of 03/31/2019 the District has $24,123.99 in the fund held 
by the County.  Work Request No.2 for crack sealing and patching will be 
issued to the County for an amount not to exceed $16,500 


 
B. Schedule For Road Work: 
 


1. Director Raschke met with Public Works Director Matt Powlison to review 
the crack sealing and patching work planned for this year. Based on these 
discussions Work Request No.2 (attached) was prepared.   This Request will 
be issued to the County for crack sealing, not to exceed $10,500.00, and for 
patching, not to exceed $6,000.00.  The work is to proceed as shown on the 
District map attached to the Work Request.  Crack sealing to start in area 1 
and proceed to areas 2, 3 and 4 as funds permit.  Patching to start in area A 
and to proceed to Areas B and C.  Area C may be extended if funds permit.  
Since there is a "not to exceed limit" on the Work Request all of the work 
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shown on the map may not be completed this year.  Work not done this year 
will be done next year.  The District will provide email notice to the members 
when the County advises the District of the start of work.  The start of work is 
weather dependent, but we hope the work will begin in May. 


 
2. Director Mehlberg made a motion to issue Work Request No.2, Director 


Raschke seconded the motion.  The motion passed on a vote of 3 to 0. 
 


 
5. Additional Comments, reports, etc: 
 


A. County Snow Plowing Invoice: 
 


1. The County's snow plowing invoice for $426.26 was received.  Director 
Raschke made a motion to pay the invoice, Director Mehlberg seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed on a vote of 3 to 0. 


 
2. The reason the District was not using the County in the first place was because 


the County would put us last on the schedule.  When Director Raschke met 
with the County's Public Works Director to discuss the road repair work the 
subject of snow plowing was discussed.  The County's criteria for plowing is 
different from the District's and scheduling the work is complicated and storm 
dependent.  The District should discuss this issue internally to see if we want 
to change our criteria (plow at 6 inches) to make  us more in line with the 
County's criteria and then approach the County to see if something can be 
worked out.

A/C.  We have an estimate for this process that we received from a 
contractor last summer.  There are less expensive methods that may not be 
as good but might be affordable.  The District will continue to look into 
these other methods to see if there is something the District can afford.

BY‐LAWS

Article 1 


A. Purpose 


1. Formulated as guideline for management of the established Canyon View Special Road District 


 


Article 2 


A. Membership 


1. Any resident who is a property owner within the established boundaries of Canyon View Special Road 
District is a qualified member 


 


Article 3 


A. Board of Commissioners of the Road District: 


1. As determined by Oregon State Law, there shall be three (3) Road District Commissioners.  Each 
Commissioner's term of office will be three calendar years, ending on December 31. These terms will 
alternate, so that no two Commissioners' terms should expire in the same year. 


i. Any member may volunteer and may serve as a Road District Commissioner If approved by and 
appointed by the Jefferson County Commissioners. 


ii. Vacancies of the Board shall be filled by appointment by the Jefferson County Commissioners 
upon submitted recommendation by the Canyon View Special Road District Board.  
Appointment will be for the duration of the current term. 


iii. Recommendations for appointment to the Board shall be submitted to the Jefferson County 
Commissioners, from the results of a vote of the majority of those members present at a 
meeting. 


iv. Elections to guide the recommendations for appointment for the outgoing Board positions shall 
be held at the time of need. 


 


Article 4 


A. Duties of the Board of Commissioners of the Road District 


1. The Board of commissioners of the Road District: 


i. Following the selection of a President, Treasurer and Secretary for the District, a letter of 
notification, signed by any Board member, shall be sent to the Jefferson County Clerk. 


2. The Board is responsible for maintenance, repairs and improvements to existing roads and right‐of‐
ways within the district including but not limited to snow plowing, pavement preservation, capital 
improvement projects, ditch maintenance including vegetation, and road signage.  All work Road work 
must be submitted for bids in accordance with current Oregon Revised Statutes before the Board 
approves work and any work started. 


Exceptions: 


1. If emergency snow plowing is needed. 


2. If the Board has a current signed contract with a road maintenance provider, bids are 
not required.   


3. The Board is responsible for the operations of the Road District in accordance with Oregon Revised 
Statutes. 


4. Two Board members needed to decide if snow plowing is necessary.  Proxy may be used in the absence 
of a quorum. Standard Policy for plowing snow will not be until accumulations on the open ground shall 
approach six (6) inches and is not expected to immediately melt snow is three (3) inches, accumulating 
and not expected to immediately melt. 
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B. Duties of individual Commissioners: 


1. Duties of the President: 


i. The President of the board shall preside at all meetings of the board.  The president shall 
perform all of the duties prescribed by the Oregon Revised Statutes. 


ii. The President shall consult with the Secretary of the board regarding preparation of each board 
meeting agenda. 


iii. The President shall have the same right as other members of the board to discuss and to vote 
on questions before the board. 


iv. The President may call special meetings of the board as described by the Oregon Revised 
Statutes related to Special Road Districts. 


v. The President of the board shall sign official district documents on behalf of the board when 
authorized to do so by a majority of the board. 


vi. The President of the board shall sign checks, with one other Commissioner, to pay district bills. 


vii. The President shall oversee the repairs of the roads within the boundaries of the district and 
shall obtain bids in accordance with ORS 279A, 279B, and 279C respectively.  Exception:  
Procurements between $1,000 and $100,000 shall follow the Intermediate Procurement 
process as identified in ORS 279A, 279B, and 279C respectively.  All such final bids must be 
approved by a 2/3 vote of the Board prior to commencing any work.  


viii. The President shall submit a report to the Board quarterly the conditions of the roads relating 
to their needs for impending and future repairs. 


ix. The President shall report to the Jefferson County Board of Commissioners annually the 
Districts status of work, overall road conditions, and any other pertinent information during 
January of each year. This shall be an agenda item for the Jefferson County board of 
Commissioners. 


2. Secretary: 


i. The Secretary of the board shall cause accurate minutes of each board meeting to be taken, 
transcribed, and distributed to each board member in a timely manner for review prior to 
approval.  the Secretary of the board shall maintain properly authenticated official minutes.  
Any of the foregoing responsibilities may be delegated to members of the district under 
supervision of the secretary. 


ii. The Secretary of the board shall maintain records of all board records including but not limited 
to correspondence, agendas, meeting minutes, any and all records as required by Oregon 
Revised Statues pertain to Special Road Districts. 


iii. The Secretary of the board shall preside over regular meetings In absence of President. 


iv. The Secretary of the board shall give reasonably calculated notice of meetings to interested 
persons, including news media that have requested notice.  Typical locations for postings are: 


1. Canyon View Subdivision Sign  Road District web page on Jefferson County web site. 


2. Electronic notice to the local paper, if requested. 


3. To any and all members who wish to receive notice.  Notice can be made electronically 
or in cases where electronic notice is not feasible a notice can be mailed or hand 
delivered to the residence. 


v. The Secretary of the board shall sign all checks, with one other Commissioner, In absence of 
President.   


vi. The Secretary of the board shall keep an updated list of members living within the District. 


3. Treasurer: 


i. The Treasurer of the board shall assure that accurate accounting and financial records are 
maintained by the district. 


ii. The Treasurer of the board shall maintain all financial records and prepare all financial reports. 


iii. The Treasurer of the board shall verify all invoices received and write checks for payment. All 
checks will contain invoice number or job description of work completed and must be signed by 
two Commissioners 


iv. The Treasurer of the board shall prepare Treasurer's Report to be presented at each regular 







 


meeting.  Reports will include: 


1. Previous and current balance. 


2. Receipts and source of revenue. 


3. Disbursements of preceding month's expenses. 


4. Outstanding bills. 


v. The Treasurer of the board shall submit District Budget Information to the County by July 15 of 
each year for the coming fiscal year. 


vi. The Treasurer of the board shall submit Audit Report to Secretary of State each year by Sept 30.  


vii. The Treasurer of the board shall submit all other required reports to Jefferson County and to 
the State of Oregon. 


 


Article 5 


A. Contents of Minutes and Reports 


1. Minutes of the meetings need not be verbatim transcripts, nor are tape recordings required.  Minutes, 
in whatever form, must give a true reflection of matters discussed at the meeting and the views of the 
participants. 


2. At a minimum, minutes shall contain: 


i. Members present 


ii. Motions, proposals, resolutions, orders, ordinances, and measures proposed and their 
disposition. 


iii. Results of all votes taken. 


iv. The substance of any discussion of any matter 


v. A reference to any document discussed at the meeting. 


vi. All motions and any business of the meeting. 


 


Article 6 


A. Meetings 


1. Regular meetings will be held on the second Friday of each month unless circumstances require 
cancellation.  Cancellations, other than emergency in nature, will be announced at a regularly 
scheduled meeting. 


2. Meeting place will be as agreed upon by the Board of Commissioners.  


3. Special meetings, if needed, will be at a time and place determined by the President. 


i. Unless of an emergency nature, notice of the meeting must be as heretofore prescribed for 
regular meetings. 


4. The presence of two (2) Commissioners at a regular or special meeting shall constitute a quorum. 


 


Article 7 


A. Procedure for Recall 


1. A petition of recall must contain the signature of at least fifty percent of the resident members to be 
valid.  


2. A petition of recall must be presented to the Board at a regular meeting. 


3. Upon receipt of a valid petition, the Board will designate that a recall election is to be on the agenda of 
the next regular meeting. 


i.  A majority vote of those present at the time of the recall election will be presented to the 
Jefferson County Board of Commissioners for their action. 


 


Article 8 


A. Adoption of By‐Laws 


1. These By‐Laws must receive the majority vote of the board members to be adopted. 


2. Proposed amendments to these By‐Laws shall be presented to members present at a regular meeting 







 


thirty day prior to any action taken. 


3. If these By‐Laws in any way conflict with Oregon State Law, the State law will prevail. 


4. Copies of the approved By‐Laws shall be sent to the bank and Jefferson County Commissioners. 


 


Article 9 


A. Roberts Rules of Order (Revised) shall govern in all matters not covered in these By‐laws or by State law
